 August 5, 2013-  Nampa Police are requesting the public's assistance in 

identifying a person of interest. 

 

   On 08/04/13 at approximately 0104 am, an unidentified male entered a private 

residence in the 200 block of East Maine Loop in Nampa Idaho.  The male startled and 

awoke the 78 year old resident as he was removing property from the residence. The 

resident was able to alert authorities using a medical alert activation system.  A brief 

struggle occurred while the resident was trying to activate the alert system.  The male fled 

the scene and after a search of the area by Nampa Police, he was not located.  The 

property was recovered outside the victim's residence.  The victim suffered minor injuries 

and was treated and released by paramedics at the scene. 

 

  The male is described as a Hispanic male with a thin face, between 25 and 30 years of 

age, weighing between 150 and 180 pounds, 5'8' to 5'10" in height and wearing pants and 

possibly a red and white T-shirt style shirt.  He was last seen running away from the area 

towards Constitution Ave.
